In pursuance of the provisions of the Right to Information Act, 2005, the duties and functions of District Excise office, Mayurbhanj are delineated below for information of the all concerned and for the knowledge of the general public.

A. Duties and Responsibilities.

1. To exercise statutory and administrative control over all excisable articles at all stages of manufacturing, production, storage, movement, sale, possession and consumption.

2. To control and restrict the trade and consumption of all forms of intoxicating liquor.

3. To prevent manufacture, transport, sale and consumption of illicit and spurious liquor.

4. To prevent leakage/loss of excise revenue and to maximise excise revenue through sale of certified good quality liquor to the liquor consuming population.

5. To control procurement, sale and use of Mohua Flower for the purpose of distillation of liquor.

B. Administrative Structure.

The district has been divided in to 3 ranges, each one under the control of an inspector of Excise. The ranges are further divided into “Charges and there are 12 charges in the district. One S.I of Excise usually handles one charge, which comprises of 2 to 3 police station area. The principal functions of the charge S.I are collection of revenue, inspection of excise shops as well as enforcement activities.
