TERMS & CONDITIONS FOR APPOINTMENT OF SUPPLIER OF ARHAR DAL UNDER MID DAY MEAL PROGRAMME FOR THE YEAR 2010-11
1)  Sealed tenders in prescribed documents are invited from VAT registered suppliers for supply of Arhar dal to be used under Mid-Day-Meal programme in Mayurbhanj district for the year 2010-11 at the Govt. approved rate. The Govt. approved rate of Arhar dal per quintal is Rs.7500.00 as communicated vide their letter no. 767 & 771 dt. 12.1.2010. Arhar dal so to be supplied is to be delivered at school points of Mayurbhanj district. The cost is inclusive of all taxes, cost of gunny bags, transportation charges and loading/unloading charges up to school points.

2) The tender paper giving details regarding terms and conditions, earnest money deposit etc. can be obtained by downloading from Mayurbhanj District website http://www.mayurbhanj.nic.in.The cost of tender paper is ` 10400.00 (Rupees ten thousand four hundred) only inclusive of 4% VAT. This amount is not refundable. The tenderer should enclose a demand draft in favour of “District Social Welfare Officer, Mayurbhanj’ payable at “Baripada” in the tender towards the cost of tender paper.  
3) The tenders shall be received by the District Social Welfare Officer, Mayurbhanj through registered/speed post with A.D. or by hand in sealed packet till 5 p.m. of 6.09.10 and will be opened on 7.09.10 at 11 a.m. in the office chamber of the Collector and District Magistrate, Mayurbhanj. The tenderers or their authorized agents may attend at the time of opening of sealed tender. The tenders received beyond the stipulated date and time shall not be taken into consideration.

4) The sealed envelope containing tender shall be superscribed “Sealed Tender for supply of dal under MDM for the year 2010-11”.

5) The detailed tender paper should be returned with the tender duly signed by the tenderer as a token of acceptance of the terms and conditions.
6) The tenderer shall furnish two sealed samples of Arhar dal each containing 500 gm. in transparent polyjars covered with cloth along with tender papers. Each jar must bear name of the tenderer.
7) The decision of the tender committee regarding the quality of dal is final and binding on tenderers.

8) The tenderers have to deposit an Earnest Money Deposit of `14,65,000.00 (Rupees fourteen lakh sixty five thousand) only, i.e., 1% of the total value of approximate quantity of Arhar dal to be supplied during a year along with the tender paper in shape of KVP/NSC/Term Deposit duly pledged in favour of Collector, Mayurbhanj. Approximate monthly requirement of Arhar dal under the scheme in the district is 195 MT.
9) EMD of unsuccessful tenderers will be refunded within 7 days of completion of tender while the EMD of successful tenderer shall be retained as security.

10) If the successful tenderer refuses to supply dal after acceptance of his tender, earnest money deposited by him shall be forfeited. 
11) Besides ` 14.65 lakh as per clause 8 above the successful tenderer has to deposit another 1% of the value of yearly cost of Arhar dal i.e., ` 14.65 lakh as performance security before signing of agreement with the Collector.
12) Recent Solvency certificate of ` 1.00 crore only issued during 2010-11 from the competent authority should be furnished along with tender paper.  
13)The tenderer will produce attested copy of balance sheet duly audited by a Chartered accountant for the last 3 years, i.e., 2009-10, 2008-09 and 2007-08 having minimum annual turnover of ` 5.00 crore in its business  (Also Fill Annexure A).

14)Since the supplier has to deliver dal at school points the tenderer should own/have taken on lease at least 5 trucks. Secondly, the tenderer is 
required to possess valid agents’ license under OMV (Licencising of Agents Rules 1990) valid for Mayurbhanj district.
15)Tenderers will have to give past experience information relating to supply of dal to Govt./Semi-Govt. bodies, if any,  as per Annexure B. Also they shall enclose certificate towards this. Firms having experience of supplying higher quantities will be placed higher in the rating. 
16) Tender paper should be filled in properly and legibly without any overwriting.

17) The successful tenderer shall have to execute a registered agreement with the Collector, Mayurbhanj at his own cost within 7 days of intimation of acceptance of his tender.

18) No request for enhancement of rate shall be entertained during the terms of agreement.

19) The tender committee may appoint one or more suppliers of dal in the district and may make some arrangements for better implementation of the scheme.

20) The Supplier shall be placed with an indent every month mentioning the quantity of dal to be delivered at school points for that month. Dal conforming to approved quality will be delivered by the supplier at the school points within 15 days from issue of indent order.
21) The supplier shall furnish sample of dal to be supplied to school points to DSWO within 7 days of receiving indent and its quality will be tested by the district level committee. After approval at the district level the supplier shall be required to transport this approved quality dal to the school points within the next 8 days. 
22) Finally, quality of dal will be checked by mothers committees at the school level.

23) Payment to the supplier shall be made on the basis of quality and quantity certificates received from schools and availability of funds in the district for the purpose.

24) The sample of the selected tenderer will be preserved and compared with the actual consignment, whenever/wherever needed.

25) Dal has to be packed in new poly coated gunny bags each containing 50 K.G.  dal net.
26) 5% of the billed amount shall be deducted from the monthly bills towards security deposit, which shall be refunded after successful completion of term of supply.
27) The tenderer will submit an affidavit on authenticity of all its tender documents.
28)  The Collector, Mayurbhanj may terminate the contract for violation of terms of agreement or in case Govt. changes its policy.
29)  The tenderer has to submit the following documents at the time of submission of tender paper in the sealed cover. Without these documents tender shall be rejected.

a) Bank draft of `10,400.00 towards cost of tender paper. 

b) Attested copy of PAN card. 

c) Attested copy of VAT clearance certificate for the year 2010-11 (VAT-612).

d) Earnest money deposit of `14,65,000.00 in shape of only KVP/NSC/Term    deposit pledged in favour of the Collector, Mayurbhanj. 

e) Solvency certificate worth `1.00 crore from the competent authority issued during 2010-11.

f) Ownership/lease papers of trucks.

g) Attested copy of valid agents’ license under OMV (Licensing of Agents Rules 1990).

h) Attested copy of balance sheet on turnover of business of tenderer for the year 2009-10, 2008-09 and 2007-08 alongwith Annexure A.

i) Past experience certificates on supply of dal to Govt/Semi Govt. organizations, if any, alongwith Annexure B.

j) Affidavit on authenticity of all tender documents.
